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Take Home Points
1. Many veterans of the Global War on Terrorism will be seeking medical care in the years following their tours.  They will NOT always be in uniform.

2. Providers should gain familiarity with the most common conditions faced by deployed military members, and their families.

3. We must be able to recognize ongoing symptoms of these conditions and be able to appropriately manage them, or coordinate care with specialists when required.
